Presentacion general

En el contexto educativo actual, la transformacion de la escuela secundaria ad-
quiere una importancia cada vez mayor. El propdsito de mejorar la calidad, la per-
manencia y la inclusién de los/as estudiantes en el sistema educativo nos desafia
a construir nuevos acuerdos y poner en practica renovadas estrategias.

En este sentido, el Nuevo Régimen Académico vigente en la Ciudad de Buenos
Aires, establecido por la Resolucién 970/2022, prevé el funcionamiento de una
Red de Fortalecimiento y Acreditacion de los Aprendizajes, cuyos objetivos prin-
cipales son fortalecer las trayectorias educativas de los/as estudiantes y lograr,
a través del trabajo articulado y colaborativo, promover la acreditacion de las
asignaturas pendientes y la consecuente titulacion.

LA ACREDITACION DE APRENDIZAJES destinados a la formacién general del Ci-
clo Orientado de la escuela secundaria. Estos Trayectos ofrecen un marco comun
respecto de las capacidades y contenidos priorizados en las areas o espacios
curriculares, que resultan indispensables para la construccion de los aprendizajes
en los anos siguientes y constituyen una estrategia de planificacion secuenciada
de la ensefianza con el objeto de alcanzar los objetivos y desarrollar las capaci-
dades esperadas.

Los TRAYECTOS FORMATIVOS PARA LA ACREDITACION DE APRENDIZAJES
organizan la enseflanza en torno a nucleos centrales de cada area o espacio cu-
rricular y contribuyen al aprendizaje de un cuerpo significativo de saberes, a la
vez que promueven el desempeno autonomo de los/as estudiantes, el desarrollo
de habilidades vinculadas al pensamiento critico, al trabajo reflexivo y colaborati-
VO, la apropiacion de recursos digitales y la participacion en espacios formativos
en interaccidon con otros/as jovenes.

Este documento es un aporte a la tarea docente e incluye actividades y consig-
nas enriquecidas con diversos recursos dirigidas a estudiantes, que pueden de-
sarrollarse de manera individual o grupal.

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Acerca de este trayecto

El Disefo Curricular de la Nueva Escuela Secundaria (NES) postula el aprendizaje
de lenguas adicionales, en este caso inglés, como clave en los procesos de sociali-
zacion e inclusion social. Este aprendizaje propicia el desarrollo de las capacidades
comunicativas de los/as estudiantes, fomenta la ampliacion de su universo cul-
tural y favorece la integracion con otras culturas. Formar estudiantes en lenguas
adicionales implica trabajar para que lleguen a constituirse en personas criticas y
creativas, que puedan utilizar la lengua adicional tanto en el aspecto linguistico
como en el pragmatico-discursivo. Esta capacidad les permitira la comprension y
produccion de diversos textos en situaciones que les provean contexto y signifi-
cado reales. A través de distintas propuestas, en este trayecto se busca que los/as
estudiantes se constituyan en interlocutores/as en diferentes practicas de com-
prension, produccion e interaccion.

En el Ciclo Orientado, se espera gue los/as estudiantes logren adquirir conocimien-
to de distintos grupos sociales y sus culturas (la propia vy la de otros/as) y conoci-
miento sobre como lograr una comunicacion e interaccion efectiva entre grupos
y entre culturas. La reflexion intercultural en la ensefianza de lenguas adicionales
promueve que los/as estudiantes tomen conciencia de la existencia del otro y que
aprendan a convivir con la diferencia. Al tomar conocimiento de la organizacion
de los distintos estilos de vida, de las caracteristicas de los espacios en los que el
otro desarrolla su vida y de los aspectos de su identidad cultural, se promueve el
respeto a las diferencias culturales, el desplazamiento de estereotipos y prejuicios,
asi como la conciencia de la existencia del otro.

Este trayecto es una oportunidad valiosa para lograr que los aprendizajes mencio-
nados previamente se concreten y se afiancen, exponiendo a los/as estudiantes a
diversas instancias de uso de la lengua y de reflexion acerca del funcionamiento
del lenguaje. También, se los invita a reflexionar acerca de ciertos aspectos inter-
culturales a partir del encuentro con otras culturas. Cada instancia del trayecto tie-
ne como objetivo ir construyendo un itinerario que recupere el sentido de ensefiar
y de aprender inglés.

El recorrido del trayecto esta organizado en tres modulos:

* Moddulo introductorio: se presenta el trayecto vy las capacidades nodales a de-
sarrollar; también, se incorporan (a modo de sugerencia) estrategias de aprendi-
zaje para que el/la docente promueva y algunas actividades introductorias para
estudiantes.

* Moddulo de desarrollo: sobre la base de tematicas centrales y prioritarias, se
proponen ocho secciones con distintas actividades atravesadas por las capaci-
dades a desarrollar; ademas, se invita a los/as estudiantes a reflexionar acerca
de ciertos aspectos interculturales relacionados con las tematicas propuestas a
partir del encuentro con otras culturas.
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* Modulo de recapitulacion y cierre: se detallan algunos criterios de evaluacion
que el/la docente puede tomar o bien proponer otros para buscar evidencias
concretas de aprendizaje. Asimismo, se incluyen algunos recursos en linea para
que los/as estudiantes puedan complementar las actividades propuestas en los
encuentros y asi enriquecer el aprendizaje de la lengua adicional.

Mddulo introductorio

Este primer modulo tiene como finalidad detallar las capacidades que se traba-
jardn durante el desarrollo del trayecto, asi como también sugerir a el/la docente
una serie de orientaciones didacticas para el abordaje de las actividades en los en-
cuentros. Se recomienda comunicar a los/as estudiantes cuales serdn los criterios
de evaluacion. La formulacion y/o seleccidn quedara a cargo de cada docente.

El disefio curricular de la NES propone una serie de capacidades para desarrollar.
Desde la enseflanza de la lengua adicional inglés se focalizara en las siguientes:

* Comunicacion: esta capacidad resulta fundamental en el aprendizaje de inglés
ya gue permite a los/as estudiantes leer, escribir, escuchar y hablar en una va-
riedad de situaciones comunicativas utilizando a la lengua adicional como un
medio de expresion y comunicacion.

» Analisis y comprension de la informacion: se hard hincapié en esta capacidad
para que los/as estudiantes puedan identificar, seleccionar, analizar y realizar co-
nexiones a partir de la informacion que obtengan de los textos escritos y orales
propuestos con el fin de facilitar su comprension.

* Interaccion social y trabajo colaborativo: esta capacidad cobra suma impor-
tancia en el aprendizaje de una lengua ya que, al encontrarse e interactuar con
Sus pares, cada estudiante toma conciencia de la existencia de la otra persona.
Eso garantiza el respeto vy el reconocimiento de las diferencias.

» Cuidado de si mismo/a, aprendizaje auténomo y desarrollo personal: durante el
trayecto se sugiere generar instancias para el aprendizaje autonomo v la reflexion
acerca de la importancia del cuidado de si mismo/a v el desarrollo personal.

» Ciudadania responsable: es importante que los/as estudiantes comiencen a
ejercer la ciudadania como una practica social fundada en el reconocimiento
de la persona como sujeto de derechos vy obligaciones, y como ciudadano/a del
pais y del mundo. Por eso, en este trayecto, se sugiere generar instancias de re-
flexidn para que los/as estudiantes tomen conciencia acerca de las implicancias
del dafo ecoldgico vy puedan propiciar acciones responsables para conservar y
preservar el medio ambiente.

Se recomienda promover el desarrollo de las siguientes estrategias de aprendizaje:

* Para el desarrollo de la lectura: activacion de conocimientos previos; identifi-
cacion del género textual; uso de pistas que brindan los textos vy su paratexto;
confirmacion o modificacion de las anticipaciones formuladas; busqgueda de pa-
labras transparentes; entre otras estrategias.

* Para el desarrollo de la escucha: contextualizacion de la escucha; activacion de
conocimientos previos; formulacion de anticipaciones a partir de pistas; confir-
macion o modificacion de las anticipaciones formuladas; identificacion de pala-
bras transparentes; entre otras.

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» Para el desarrollo de la produccion oral: pedido de ayuda del interlocutor cuan-
do sea necesaria (por ejemplo, solicitar repeticion); autocorreccion y monitoreo
de su propia produccion; participacion en actividades comunicativas que pro-
muevan el uso de los contenidos correspondientes; y demas estrategias.

» Para el desarrollo de la produccion escrita: uso de textos que puedan servir de
modelo; consideracion del destinatario, del tema a abordar vy del propdsito con
gue se escribe; uso de recursos lingUistico-discursivos adecuados al proposito
comunicativo; division de la produccion escrita en distintas etapas para la revi-
sion y reformulacion de los textos a partir de las devoluciones de cada docente;
entre otras.

Durante el recorrido del trayecto, se recomienda guiar y ayudar a los/as estudian-
tes en la organizacion sistematica de la informacion que iran recopilando a partir
de las actividades propuestas y de las producciones parciales vy finales.

Para monitorear el intercambio oral entre estudiantes, el/la docente podria tomar
nota de sus producciones vy luego brindarles una retroalimentacion sobre las
mismas, es decir, valorando sus avances vy sugiriendo aspectos para mejorar. Para
ello, se recomienda crear una lista de cotejo, por ejemplo: grammar range and
accuracy, vocabulary range and accuracy, task fulfilment, fluency and pronunciation.

Para realizar las actividades propuestas, es posible plantear distintos recorridos
y hacer un uso flexible de los tiempos y de los materiales. El/la docente tendra la
posibilidad de decidir como y cuando utilizar las actividades sugeridas y como
optimizar los recursos ofrecidos teniendo en cuenta la situacion particular de cada
estudiante. Por ejemplo, si el/la docente lo considera necesario, podria alterar el
orden de algunas actividades, adaptar las consignas propuestas, agregar otros
materiales y actividades para profundizar y enriquecer el proceso de aprendizaje,
entre otras opciones.

Una metodologia que se podria implementar para algunas de las actividades del tra-
yecto es la metodologia conocida como “aula invertida”. En el sitio web The Flipped
Classroom se define a esta metodologia como “un modelo pedagdgico que trans-
fiere el trabajo de determinados procesos de aprendizaje fuera del aula y utiliza el
tiempo de clase, junto con la experiencia del docente, para facilitar y potenciar otros
procesos de adquisicion y practica de conocimientos dentro del aula”.
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Teniendo en cuenta esta metodologia, para este trayecto se podria proponer la an-
ticipacion del uso de algunos recursos, focalizando la atencion en el desarrollo de
estrategias de aprendizaje. Por ejemplo, en los primeros encuentros, el/la docente
podria trabajar en clase las actividades de comprension lectora vy oral, haciendo hin-
capié en el desarrollo de las estrategias para facilitar la comprension de los textos
escritos y orales. Luego, los/as estudiantes podrian realizar las actividades de com-
prension lectora y oral de los proximos encuentros en sus hogares vy revisar su traba-
jo en los encuentros siguientes, teniendo en cuenta las explicaciones y sugerencias
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de su docente para resolver las actividades propuestas. Esta misma metodologia de
trabajo se podria aplicar también para la resolucion de otras actividades, por ejem-
plo, aquellas relacionadas con el aprendizaje de vocabulario.

Con esta propuesta se espera que los/as estudiantes puedan, en un principio, ad-
quirir o fortalecer las estrategias de aprendizaje junto con la ayuda de su docente
para luego poder implementarlas de forma autonoma en sus hogares. Es impor-
tante destacar el rol del/de la docente para ayudarlos/as vy guiarlos/as a reflexionar
acerca de su propio proceso de aprendizaje y recordarles que estas estrategias,
a través de un proceso de transferencia, podran implementarlas con otras acti-
vidades y en otros contextos, haciendo cambios o adaptaciones en caso de ser
necesario. Siguiendo esta idea, durante la clase se podria destinar mas tiempo al
desarrollo de la produccion oral y escrita; en el caso de la escritura, también se
sugiere gue el/la docente trabaje en clase las estrategias para el desarrollo de la
produccidn escrita v que los/as estudiantes realicen el trabajo en sus hogares para
luego entregar sus producciones parciales en los encuentros siguientes e iniciar un
ida y vuelta de intercambios con su docente hasta llegar a las producciones finales.

En el trayecto, también se incluyeron una serie de imagenes que constituyen un
recurso didactico especifico y significativo que cumple distintas funciones en el
disefo y desarrollo de las actividades, asi como en el proceso de aprendizaje de la
lengua adicional inglés: activacion del conocimiento previo, uso de imagenes como
disparadores para el desarrollo de la produccion oral, contextualizacion y anticipa-
cion de algunas actividades, asociacion de imagenes con experiencias personales,
aprendizaje de vocabulario relacionado con la tematica propuesta y ampliacion
del vocabulario a partir de las imagenes seleccionadas, asociacion de imagenes
con textos escritos para facilitar su compresion, uso de imagenes para incentivar
la imaginacion vy la creatividad de los/as estudiantes, entre otras funciones. El/la
docente también podria utilizar otras imagenes como recursos didacticos para
profundizar y enriquecer el aprendizaje.

En el primer encuentro, los/as estudiantes podrian confeccionar una lista de funciones
comunicativas de uso cotidiano en el ambito escolar: saludar, despedirse, agradecer,
pedir disculpas, preguntar un significado, solicitar una repeticion, pedir y ofrecer
ayuda, etcétera. A modo de ejemplo: Can you repeat that, please? What’s the meaning
of...? Can you help me, please? Thank you. I'm sorry. Good morning/afternoon. Good
bye. See you next class. Los/as estudiantes podrian tener este vocabulario como
referencia al momento de interactuar con sus pares o con su docente.

Las actividades que se sugieren a continuacion tienen como finalidad generar un
espacio de encuentro vy de familiarizacidon.

Luego, con la infor-
macion gue obtienen de este intercambio, en la actividad 3 se los invita a escribir
oraciones sobre sus compafieros/as para luego compartir la informacién con el
resto de la clase y, de esta manera, comenzar a conocerse entre si. Por ultimo, en
la actividad 4, se les propone escribir un parrafo de presentacion utilizando las
preguntas de la actividad 1 como guia.

Orientaciones para docentes

Para realizar la actividad 1, los/as estudiantes podrian trabajar de a pares o en
grupos vy luego compartir la informacion del intercambio con el resto de la clase.
Antes de realizar la actividad 3, se recomienda explicar el concepto de palabra
transparente, ya que identificar estas palabras en un texto en inglés facilita su
comprension. Las palabras transparentes son aguellas palabras que comparten
significado, pronunciacion y ortografia parecidas en distintos idiomas; en este
caso, inglés y castellano. Reconocer estas palabras en un texto es una estrategia
que facilita su comprension e incentiva a los/as estudiantes a adoptar una actitud
positiva a la hora de abordarlo, ya que pueden asociar estas palabras con su lengua
materna o de escolarizacion. Se sugiere incentivar la practica de esta estrategia
en distintos momentos de los encuentros y con diferentes materiales que se estén
utilizando. Luego del encuentro, los/as estudiantes podrian elegir vy leer textos en
inglés acerca de sus propios intereses de manera auténoma, y subrayar o resaltar
las palabras transparentes. La produccion escrita formara parte del portfolio de
cada estudiante.

En este encuentro, se recomienda invitar a los/as estudiantes a reflexionar acerca
del respeto por la identidad cultural a partir del encuentro con otras culturas en el
mMarco de una serie de actividades relacionadas con festivales y celebraciones.

This
festival is based on the lunar and solar calendars, so
the actual date of the event varies every year.

The 12 animals of the Chinese zodiac represent the
different years of the Chinese calendar. For example,
Chinese New Year 2023, the Year of the Rabbit, falls
on 22 January. Here are the other animals of the
Chinese zodiac: rat, ox, tiger, dragon, snake, horse,
goat, monkey, rooster, dog and pig.

During this celebration, people enjoy watching
dragon and lion dances, and setting off firecrackers.
They also like eating traditional Chinese food. Among
the most popular dishes are spring rolls, sweet and
sour pork and dim sum.

Top tips for Chinese New Year in London
Follow these tips for celebrating Chinese New Year in London:

* Wear warm clothes: Celebrations usually take place in January or February
when the weather can be cold.

Learn Chinese New Year greetings: Say “Xin Nian Kuai Le” (Happy New
Year in Mandarin) or “Sun Nin Faai Lok” (in Cantonese).

* Dress in red: Red is the key colour of Chinese New Year. You can dress up
with a red scarf, jumper or shoes, this will bring good luck for the coming
year.

The World of Computers

Computers are everywhere today and they can do things very fast. In the past,
they were much slower and much bigger. Here are some important people
who played a key role in the evolution of computers: Ada Lovelace, Charles
Babbage and Alan Turing.

Ada Lovelace was the first person to write computer programs. She was
a British mathematician. Ada’s real name was Augusta Ada Byron and she
was the daughter of Lord Byron, a famous English poet. She was born in
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London in 1815. When Ada was around 17, she met Charles Babbage, a British
mathematician, philosopher and mechanical engineer, and the two became
firm friends. Ada and Charles worked together for a few years, and in 1843
Ada published an important article. According to some computer scientists,
this article contains the world’s first ever computer algorithm.

Charles Babbage was a British mathematician, philosopher and mechanical
engineer. He designed a machine called the “Analytic Engine” 200 years ago.
This machine was the forerunner* of the modern electronic computer because
it had some logical components that were similar to some components of
present day computers. Babbage described five logical components for this
machine: the store, the mill, the control, the input and the output.

Alan Turing was a British mathematician, computer scientist and philosopher.
During World War I, he created machines that helped people read secret
coded messages. In 1950, he published a paper called “Computing Machinery
and Intelligence”. In this paper, he discussed the challenge of developing
“machines that can think”. Alan Turing is sometimes called the “Father of
Computer Science and Artificial Intelligence.”

Fridays for Future, or FFF, is a global climate
strike movement that started in August 2018,
when 15-year-old Greta Thunberg began a
school strike for climate. Three weeks before the
Swedish election, Greta sat outside the Swedish
Parliament every school day, demanding urgent
action on the climate crisis. She held a sign
saying “School Strike for Climate” to pressure
the government to limit carbon emissions.

At the beginning, Greta was alone, but then a lot of teenagers joined her.
They created the hashtag #FridaysForFuture and encouraged other young
people all over the world to join them. This marked the beginning of the
global school strike for climate. Greta and her fellow school strikers decided
to continue their strike until the Swedish government adopted some policies
to limit carbon emissions below 2 degrees Celsius. These policies were in line
with the Paris Agreement.

Along with other groups across the world, Fridays for Future is part of a
hopeful new wave of change, inspiring millions of people to take action on
the climate crisis, and we want you to become one of us!

Durante los encuentros sugeridos para el trayecto se han integrado una variedad
de propuestas para desarrollar capacidades estratégicas y alcanzar diferentes ob-
jetivos que se detallan en el cuadro a continuacion:

La seleccion y/o formulacion de los criterios de evaluacion quedard a cargo de los/as
docentes, quienes podran utilizar la informacion obtenida en las producciones de
los/as estudiantes para decidir qué objetivos y capacidades deberdn retomarse
para ser evaluados en este ultimo encuentro, teniendo en cuenta el progreso de
cada estudiante en particular.
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Durante el recorrido del trayecto, se recomienda a los/as docentes guiar a los/as
estudiantes para ayudarlos/as a organizar de manera sistematica la informacidn
que iran recopilando a partir de las actividades propuestas, asi como sus produc-
ciones parciales y finales. Se sugiere el uso del portfolio para recopilar la informa-
cion y las producciones de los/as estudiantes.

Un portfolio consiste en una coleccion de trabajos realizados por el/la estudiante
en un tiempo determinado. Se trata de un registro de los aprendizajes en tanto
reune los materiales que se elaboraron durante el proceso de aprendizaje. Es decir
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gue un portfolio constituye una coleccion ordenada de evidencias de aprendizaje
gue presenta las producciones que se fueron realizando, en este caso, a partir de
una serie de actividades propuestas durante el trayecto formativo.

Cada trabajo que se incluye en el portfolio es el resultado de un proceso de pro-
ducciodn, revision, correccion y actualizacion a partir de las sugerencias realiza-
das por parte del/de la docente con el fin de incentivar a los/as estudiantes a
reflexionar acerca de su propio proceso de aprendizaje. Por este motivo, se reco-
mienda incluir en el portfolio las producciones escritas finales de los/as estudiantes
junto con sus producciones parciales, ya que, durante el trayecto, se sugiere dividir
la produccion escrita en distintas etapas para la revision y reformulacion de los tex-
tos a partir de las devoluciones de la/el docente. El portfolio se podrd confeccionar
en formato papel o digital. Si se elige organizar los trabajos en un e-portfolio, se
sugiere utilizar Google Drive. Es importante que el/la docente explique el concepto
de portfolio en los primeros encuentros para que los/las estudiantes puedan fami-
liarizarse con el uso de esta herramienta desde el comienzo del trayecto.

Se recomienda que el proceso de construccion del portfolio se realice durante
todo el desarrollo del trayecto y no solamente en la etapa final. Esto les permitira
a los/as estudiantes revisar sus producciones con suficiente tiempo para poder
realizar los ajustes necesarios y de esta manera mejorar y/o enriquecer sus pro-
ducciones. Para la evaluacion del portfolio, es importante que el/la docente tenga
en cuenta el punto de partida de cada estudiante para poder evaluar el proceso
completo de escritura. A continuacion se incluyen los siguientes articulos para que
los/as docentes puedan profundizar la lectura sobre el uso de los portfolios como
instrumento de evaluacion: “The Purpose of Building a Portfolio Assessment”, "5

Es importante realizar un seguimiento del desempefo de los/as estudiantes duran-
te los encuentros y comunicar a cada uno/a los logros obtenidos a través de una
devolucion constructiva durante todo el recorrido del trayecto. De esta manera,
los/as estudiantes podran utilizar la informacion recibida para revisar sus produc-
ciones y reflexionar acerca de sus logros y aspectos o contenidos que deberan
revisar o profundizar en relacion con su propio proceso de aprendizaje.
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Sugerencia de criterios de evaluacion

* Uso de diversos instrumentos de evaluacion vy retroalimentacion (pruebas escri-
tas, trabajos practicos, portfolios, etc.). Se sugiere que los/as estudiantes con-
feccionen portfolios para organizar sus producciones y luego realizar una re-
flexion —en forma oral o escrita— acerca de su participacion en esta experiencia
educativa. A través de los portfolios, podran contar con una serie de evidencias
que les permitira reflexionar acerca de sus logros, esfuerzos, aspectos por mejo-

rar y el grado de compromiso en relacion con los objetivos de aprendizaje. Tam-
bién se podria realizar una coevaluacion de esos portfolios en grupo o parejas.

Estas propuestas permiten un uso flexible de los materiales y le brindan
a cada docente la posibilidad de decidir como y cuando utilizar las actividades
sugeridas, asi como también utilizar estos recursos para disefar otras actividades.
